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Check that the housewrap
seams overlap 6”. Make

sure the vertical seams are
sealed with 3” construction
tape.

Check that the drip cap
slopes toward the exterior.

Check that the 4” flashing
tape at the head layers
over and extends 1” past
the flashing tape at the
jambs.

Check that the 4” flashing
tape at each jamb extends
2” above the door frame.

Check that low-expansion
foam is applied between
the rough opening and the
door frame.

Check that caulk is
applied to the head
and jambs behind the
brick mold.

Check that roll flashing is
used to create a flange for
the door frame.

Check that the sill pan

is placed on top of the
housewrap at the sill and is
layered under the house-
wrap at the corners.

Check that the housewrap
extends 1” below the wall-
to-foundation intersection.
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
